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Study Island - Holden students in grades 3 through 8 have a great way to improve their MAP scores. High school students can also get accounts by contacting the Technology Office. From home or from school, students can prepare any time for their Math and Communication Arts tests by visiting http://www.studyisland.com Each student in grades 3-8 already has a unique userid that begins with "h" that they can use to sign in.  Each student already has a password that will work with Study Island. These are their usual logins that they use at school for the network.  
Once in the site, students can take a pretest and then go through lessons and games that are related to each of the Grade Level Expectations, or GLEs.  Students can learn new skills with the lessons,  take tests, view explanations of the answers, and play games related to math and communication arts GLEs once they have completed the lessons. Students who helped us select this site tell us that Splat and Skateboard are their favorite games. High scoring players are listed on the state-wide board.
